Associated with societal degenera@on and lawlessness 

• Gen 6:11,13   The earth was filled with violence before the flood. 
• Jer 6:7 As a fountain wells up with water, so she wells up with her wickedness.  Violence 

and plundering are heard in her.  Before Me con@nually are grief and wounds.  
• Ps 55:9  Destroy, O Lord and divide their tongues, for I have seen violence and strife in 

the city.  
• Ps 74:20  Have respect to the covenant; for the dark places of the earth are full of the 

haunts of cruelty. 
• Hab 3:4  Why do You show me iniquity, and cause me to see trouble?  For plundering 

and violence are before me; there is strife and conten@on arises.  Therefore, the law is 
powerless, and jus@ce never goes forth.

• Pro 26:6  He who sends a message by the hand of a fool cuts off his own feet and drinks 
violence.  

• Is 53:8-9  (About Jesus) For the transgressions of My people He was stricken, and they 
made His grave with the wicked. But with the rich at His death, Because He had done no 
violence, nor was any deceit in His mouth.   

• Zeph 1:9  In that day I will punish all those who leap over the threshold, who fill their 
master’s houses with violence and deceit. 

 
 
 



Associated with war 
• Ps 140:1-2,4,11 Deliver me, O Lord, from evil men; Preserve me from violent men, who 

plan evil things in their hearts; they con@nually gather together for war. V. 4 Keep me, O 
Lord from the hands of the wicked; Preserve me from violent men, who have purposed 
to make my steps stumble. V. 11 Let not a slanderer be established in the earth; let evil 
hunt the violent man to overthrow him.  

• Hab 1:9 They all come for violence; their faces are set like the east wind 
• Hab 2:8 Because you have plundered many na@ons, All the remnant of the people shall 

plunder you, Because of men's blood And the violence of the land and the city, And of all 
who dwell in it. 

• Hab 2:17  For the violence done to Lebanon will cover you, And the plunder of beasts 
which made them afraid, Because of men's blood And the violence of the land and the 
city, And of all who dwell in it.

• Judges 9:22 Auer Abimelech had reigned over Israel three years, God sent a spirit of ill 
will between Abimelech and the men of Shechem; and the men of Shechem dealt 
treacherously with Abimelech, that the crime done to the seventy sons of Jerubbaal 
might be sevled and their blood be laid on Abimelech their brother, who killed them, 
and on the men of Shechem, who aided him in the killing of his brothers.

• Ps 27:12  Do not deliver me to the will of my adversaries; for false witnesses have risen 

against me, and such as breathe out violence.  
• Ps 35:11 Fierce witnesses rise up; they ask me things that I do not know. 
• Ps 140:1  Deliver me, O Lord, from evil men; Preserve me from violent men, who plan 

evil things in their hearts; they con@nually gather together for war.  They sharpen their 
tongues like a serpent; the poison of asps is under their lips.

• Jer 51:35  Let the violence done to me and my flesh be upon Babylon 
• Jer 51:46-47 A rumor will come, And violence in the land, Ruler against ruler), Therefore 

behold, the days are coming that I will bring judgment on the carved images of Babylon;

“Violence!” and you will not save.

• Ps 11:5 The Lord tests the righteous, but the wicked and the one who loves violence His 
soul hates. 

• Jer 22:3 Thus says the LORD: "Execute judgment and righteousness, and deliver the 
plundered out of the hand of the oppressor. Do no wrong and do no violence to the 
stranger, the fatherless, or the widow, nor shed innocent blood in this place.  For if you 
indeed do this thing, then shall enter the gates of this house, riding on horses and in 
chariots, accompanied by servants and people, kings who sit on the throne of David. But 



if you will not hear these words, I swear by Myself," says the LORD, "that this house shall 
become a desola@on."'"
